PINXTON PARISH COUNCIL CEMETERY

Ashes Ground Regulations

1.     
General regulations relating to burials in the Cemetery will apply. 

2.
Only caskets of ashes to be buried in the plot numbered - Section AB. 

3.      
Plot size will be 3ft x 3ft.

4.      
Only 2 caskets will be allowed in each plot. 

5.
No burial is to take place without the prior approval of the Clerk of the Council. 

6.      
Memorial plaques may only be placed on plots for which an Exclusive Right of Burial has been granted. 

7.  
No vases, either glass or metal, to be countersunk into or at the front/back of plots due to possibility of injury to workmen and damage which can be caused to mowers.  Under the direction of the Clerk a servant of the Council shall be instructed to remove such articles. 

8.     
Memorial plaques of a size 12" by 12" or 12” by 24” will be allowed and these must be flat stones to facilitate mowing.  A flat flower holder incorporated into the stone will be permitted 
9.
A drawing or plan in ink, or photograph with dimensions, figures thereon of every memorial plaque, vase and any intended inscription must be submitted and approved by the Clerk with the appropriate fee paid before being brought into the Cemetery.  A small tasteful photograph not exceeding 9cm x 7cm is allowed on memorial vases but not on flat memorial plaques.  Under the direction of the Clerk a servant of the Council shall be instructed to remove from a grave any article not authorised. 

10.   
NO FLOWERS ARE TO BE PLACED ON INDIVIDUAL PLOTS, except at the time of the interment of ashes, or in a plaque which has a flat flower holder incorporated into the stone. Cut flowers may be placed at other times in a memorial vase in the Garden of Remembrance area set aside for these tributes.  

11.
No bulbs, plants or shrubs to be placed on individual plots. 

            The fees set out below apply where the person interred had at one time been an inhabitant or Parishioner of the Parish of Pinxton or, in the case of a still born child, where one of the parents is, or was, an inhabitant or Parishioner.  In all other cases, the fees will be DOUBLED.
