PINXTON PARISH COUNCIL CEMETERY
Burial Ground Regulations

GENERAL 

The surface of the Burial Ground shall be kept level and free from grave mounds so that the grass may be cut by mower. 

MEMORIALS / HEADSTONES 

All memorials/headstones must be erected in line with the current National Association of Memorial Mason’s Code of Working Practice.

The Parish Council has a legal responsibility for all structures on Parish land including memorials/headstones and therefore all memorials/headstones will be subject to annual safety testing.

All memorials/headstones may only be placed on plots for which an Exclusive Right of Burial has been granted and are subject to approval by the Clerk acting on behalf of the Council, prior to erection. Under the direction of the Clerk a servant of the Council shall be instructed to remove from a grave any article not authorised. 

A drawing or plan in ink, or photograph with dimensions, figures thereon of every memorial/headstone, with a copy of any intended inscription must be submitted and approved by the Clerk with the appropriate fee paid before any memorial/headstone is brought into the Cemetery.  Memorial/headstone dimensions must not exceed 3 feet in height (including foundation base) and 2 feet 8 inches in width. A small tasteful photograph not exceeding 9cm x 7cm is allowed.

All headstones, memorials, plaques and vases to be made of hard stone, which is unlikely to perish, must be used on any grave space in the Burial Ground.   All headstones, memorials, plaques, vases and kerbs (where already installed) must be kept in good state of repair by the respective owners. 

Should any headstone, memorial, plaque, vases or kerbs fall into disrepair and no effort or action is taken by the owner to have the same repaired, or the owner cannot be traced, then the Council reserve the right to have such a memorial/headstone or kerbs removed if they think fit. 

          
The fees payable set out below apply where the person interred had at one time been an inhabitant or Parishioner of the Parish of Pinxton or, in the case of a still born child, where one of the parents is or was an inhabitant or Parishioner.  In all other cases, the fees will be DOUBLED.
The charge for an application to replace an existing memorial to be the same as the cost to provide a new memorial
